ANNE FRANK PROJECT AT GIMNAZIJA KRANJ GRAMMAR SCHOOL
(October 16-26, 2006)
The exhibition of Anne Frank titled the History for Today was held at out library and thus easily accessible for all our students. The exhibition received an enormous response both from teachers and students alike. As part of the instruction, we organised visits to the exhibition led by our student guides, which kept them busy until the last day. Most students, about 1000 altogether, visited the exhibition. Most of them were enthusiastic about the exhibition. The fact that the exhibition was presented by students rather than teachers was warmly received. All students involved in the project, especially the guides, loved the whole experience, and when the exhibition was over, they were rather sad.
To sum up, everybody who visited the exhibition loved it and also other activities within the project. The exhibition was mostly visited by our students. In addition, some people from outside the school visited the exhibition in the evening hours after having been to an event organised within the project. Furthermore, students participating in the project also put up six notice boards, which presented fights for our borders after World War I; the dismembering of Slovenia during World War II; the work camp Ljubelj (Loibl), which was affiliated to the Mauthausen concentration camp and the most important human rights documents. In the preparation for the exhibition, we also organised a trip to the work camp.
Related activities:
October 16th – at 6pm we opened the exhibition with an accompanying musical programme. A few members of the school orchestra played some traditional Jewish songs and the girls’ choir sang a few songs by the colonel Rudolf Maister, our fighter for the northern border after World War I. The opening was followed by the guided visit to the exhibition.
October, 17th and 24th – the theme of the 6pm events was Witnesses of Time. We invited two guests who had experienced and survived World War II to share their experiences with us. The first evening, Mr Tišler thoroughly presented the way in which the Ljubelj work camp worked and how it was organised. During the war, he worked at the camp as a technician. On the other occasion, Mr Rojko shared with us his experiences during World War II. He talked about suffering in captivity, a long journey towards the Mauthausen concentration camp that he barely survived and his return home. 
October, 19th – the 6pm event was dedicated to antiwar music, which was arranged by the students together with a programme and photographs presented on PowerPoint. We had the privilege to host the Deputy Head of Mission Mr Tony Agotha, Royal Netherlands Embassy, Slovenia, who later visited the exhibition under the guidance of the students and contributed to a very pleasant evening. 
There were hardly any contacts with the partner school. Students met at the preparations for exhibition guides in Völkermarkt (September, 28th and 29th ) and later exchanged a few emails. That was all. According to the students, the forum also did not work.
Unfortunately, workshops were not carried out while the exhibition was on. Had they been, the response no doubt would have been different as the students were more interested. 
Nevertheless, the workshop History of Our Region was well received. I feel obliged to compliment its realization. Another workshop At the Border has not been carried out at the school yet.

We would like to thank you for a very well-organised exhibition, which offered something now to everybody involved in the project. Yet we wish we had socialized and co-operated more with other schools. Especially the student guides enjoyed every minute of their preparation for the exhibition. Therefore, we hope you will organise the last meeting, so that the students can meet and exchange their experiences. We do regret, however, that no one from your organisation participated any of the events while the exhibition was on.
We look forward to co-operating with you again.
